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(The SISTERS put the finishing touches on their snowman
and admire it.)
YOUNG ELSA: What do we call him?

(YOUNG ANNA hugs Olaf.)
YOUNG ANNA: I love you, Olaf.
(YOUNG ELSA delights in her sister’s happiness.)
YOUNG ELSA: Okay. Time for bed.
YOUNG ANNA: No. Time for more magic!
»s YOUNG ELSA: Anna, you know I'm not supposed to.
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YOUNG ANNA: But your magic is the most beautiful,
wonderful, perfectful thing in the whole wide world.
YOUNG ELSA: Do you really think so?
YOUNG ANNA: Yes!
YOUNG ELSA: Okay.
(YOUNG ELSA stands and waves her arms. The SNOW CHORUS
50 enters. They personify snow and ice throughout the show.)
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
